Learning Goal (Begin with the End in Mind):I will have be more familiar with the Family Life Cycle theory  of Development and have a good working knowledge of the stage, the key goals and the different tasks connected to each stage.


In small groups, research the Family Stage you are assigned. Based on your findings, design and fill a box that illustrates for the class this particular Family Stage.  Items in your box or at your “station” should be things that can be used to represent different aspects of this stage including; a definition of this particular stage of family life, the specific goals (transition principles) and the developmental tasks (second order changes) that are important to master for the family at this stage, as well as some of the challenges and joys typical for a family at this stage.  See the flip side of this page for the goals and developmental tasks. 
Your group’s learning station should also include an interactive activity or task for the class.  This activity should be designed to engage the class and ensure that they understand the stage of the family that you are presenting.

You need to have a reference sheet with your station to show where your information was obtained. Additionally, each member of the group will fill out a personal responsibility sheet.
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
